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New Housing Law
Provisions Told

WASHINGTON (UP)—The new
federal housing law permits home
owners with government insured
mortgage. To be eligible, it must
home improvements without tak-
ing out separate loans,

The procedure s known as
“open end”” morigaging and s al-
ready permitted in most states to
some degree. Under it, home own-
ers simply borrow against the
money they have repaid on their
home mortgages,

Not any kind of home improve-
ment will qualify for an open-end
mortgage. To be eligible, al must
be a permanent addition to the
home and contribute to the home's
basic livability.

For cxample, such items as
porches  would qualify,
but washing machines and some
aupplinnees would not,

The size of the improvement
loan allowed under these provi-
sions §s limited by the amount of

the morigage paid off, nnd by the
lender's willingness to lend.

The improvement loan would be-
came a part of the morlgage and
| would thus be subjeet to the rules
| for mortgages: the Federal Hous-
|ing Administration will guarantee
195 per eont of the first $9,000 of
value, ahd 75 per cent of the rest,
up to o limit of $20,000 on one
and two fumily homes. Morlgages
may run up to 30 years.

If the improvement were made
under the regular FHA improve-
ment and repalr program, it
{would be subject to a §2,500 ceil-
(ing, and could not run
than three years and 312
