Using "souvenir" money from
the countries which she visited on
a recent trip to Europe, Mrs. Wil-

liam Niskanen told American As-

sociation of University Women her
impressions of the countries as
based upon the way each uses its

money.
(Mrs. NUkanen called the coins

"leftovers" since, she said, "there
is never time to exchange your
change.") International Relations
chairman for AAUW, she was
speaker at Uic meeting Thursday
evening in the home of Mrs.
Sam Langmas.

The talked first of Sweden, as a
beautiful country, prosperous,
trading with everyone, friend and

enemy alike, and using her money
for the comforts, even the luxuries
of life. Yet, she pointed out, Swe-

den has the greatest suicide rate in

die world, according to statistics,
and immorality is rampant.

Then she spoke of Finland, with
warmth and understanding coming
from family ties there.

How has Finland used her mon-

ey? First of all, to pay her debts,
Airs. Niskanen pointed out, add-

ing that "those who do not know

anything else about Finland, know
that!" In the past ten years, Fin-

land has completed payment of

huge reparations to Russia, in ad-

dition to having to give up to Rus-

sia the Karelian Isthmus, which
was her industrial area. .

Now her resources are her for-

ests; yet there is no great forestry
department with professional for-

esters as we have. Instead each
fa mer is his own forester, tend-

ing his trees lovingly end upon
cutting one, being given another to

plant in its place. Minerals have
been discovered, but Russian cap-
ital moved in and developed Uiem
so the Finns received little profit
there.

Still in spite of all this, Finland
has made remarkable recovery in
the ten years since the Niskanens
were last there, she said. This she
attributed to their great integrity,
high resolve and intense patrio-
tism.

Russia? Like everyone else who
visits Russia, Mrs. Niskanen com-

mented on the lack of consumer
goods, and went on to say that
Russia is spending her money on

space exploration and missiles.
"And how do we spend our mon-

ey?" Mrs. Niskanen asked in con-

clusion. "The way we answer that

West Germany
BERLIN (LTD Mayor Willy

Brandt announced Friday night
that 12,000 West Bcrliners have
left for West Germany since Au-

gust, when the Communists
sealed the Berlin border.

Brandt added, however, that
the Communist-encircle- city's
net loss in population is only
7,000. because 5,000 West Germans
moved to Berlin in the

period.
Johann B. Gradl, a senior West

Berlin leader and a member of
Chancellor Konrad Adenauer's
Christian Democratic patty in the
West German parliament, said
the loss was not unusual for a

city of 2.2 million population.
The loss of West Berliners to

West Germany was attributed to
some degree to economic hard-

ship in the booming city follow-

ing the closing of the border.
Western officials expressed

hope that $125 million in aid from
West Germany will lure young
people to the isolated Western

outpost.
