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SALEM (UPI) - Jonel C. Hill,

Oregon public utility commis-

sioner, this week asked the Fed-

eral Power Commission to clarify
a July 2 order regarding natural

gas operations in the state.
The order temporarily author-

ized Paso Natural Gas Co.
to operate the facilities of Pacif-
ic Northwest Pipeline Corp.
(PNP) by maintaining existing
services pending outcome of a
federal court suit.

Hill said he cannot tell from

FPC order whether extensive ex-

pansion planned by 1 Paso in

Oregon is affected, and asked
that this be cleared up.

The suit, filed in federal court
in Salt Lake City, attacks a stock

transaction that gave El Paso
control of PNP as a violation of

the anti-tru- law.

Hill compained that the FPC's
order did not explain what was
meant by "existing."

Hill told the FPC that the July
2 order "appears to restrict El
Paso's authority to operate."

Hill said the public interest in

Oregon requires that "orderly ex-

pansion of the natural gas trans-
mission systems in the state con-

tinue without impediment."

32 communities

survey by a medical magazine
shows that 32 Oregon communi-
ties of 500 or more people do not

have doctors.

The- survey of "doctorless"
towns in the country was conduct-

ed by New Medical Materia.
Over 75 per cent of the Ore-

gon towns listed as without doc-

tors are east of the Willamette

River, the magazine said. The
largest towns listed are Warren-ton- ,

with 1700 population, about
six miles from Astoria, and Ven-at-

in Lane County.

almost 40 per cent between 1959

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Peru A military junta took
over the Peruvian government in
a bloodless coup and placed Pres-
ident Manuel Prado in jail. Prado
still had 10 days to serve and for
this reason the United States cut
off aid to the new regime. The
coup was the result of the appar-
ent victory of Victor Haya de la
Torre in Peru's recent presiden-
tial election. The military bitter-
ly opposes Haya. Even though
Haya agreed to step down in fa-

vor of former president Manuel
Odria. the army staged the coup
because it suspected a deal had
been made.
