They've added more summer
concerts this year — three in
August alone.

For the Aug. 8 concert, Friese
describes the program as a
“"patriotic pops concert, with an
emphasis on pops.”

The patriotic tunes are
"America the Beautiful” and "Lest
We Forget,” which Friese said is
a nod to the upcoming 20th an-
niversary of the Sept. 11 attacks.

Other pieces include two
movements of “Symphony Min-
iature” by Northwest composer
George Frederick McKay and
"Trumpeter's Lullaby” featuring a
solo by Donald Dugan.

“That's a very popular piece,”
Friese said.

A medley of Hollywood block-
busters contains music from five
different movies.

"They'll be, for many people,
pretty familiar,” he said.

The musicians, Friese said,
are eager to be performing
again.

"For most of these people, it
is central to their existence to
make music,” he said.
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"Unchained,” a Van Halen
tribute band, performs Satur-
day, Aug. 14, at The Ison House
Bed and Brew, 1790 Washington
Ave.
