paving contracts amounting
approximately $100,000 and proh
ably- the largest municipal paving
job to be undertaken In Oregon In
1824 will probably come before the
Dallas city council next Monday,
The project came before the coun
ell Monday night at an adjourned
meeting, but action was deferred
to allow City Attorney llnytor
time to pass on the legality of pro
posala which the council wished to
Include in its specifications.

The project, as it now stands,
will call for the construction of
78,063 square yards of paving in
the city of Dallas. Of this amoum
62,81)9 square yards will fall up
on property owners, 14,503 upon
the city as street intersections and
1261 square yards will be agai
the Southern Pacific railroad. It
is possible that the total may ba
cut down to allow the city to keep
within its means in building inter
sections and more may be added by
petition of property owners In u is-

tricts where cross streets are iot
on the paving program.

The cost, according to the est!
mate of Engineer Frank Semon,
will run about $3.67 per front foot
where a pavement will he
put in, and accordingly for nar
row or wider pavement. Tins if

based on an estimate of $1.65 per
square yard unit price bid, which
may be under or over the contract
figure, depending upon the com

petition In the bidding.
Just at present the council i

seeking a means of making the
bidding attractive to as many con-

tractors as possible. The size of
the Job Is a big incentive, and if
fineclfications can be drafted to
nlucfl state high commission black
top paving and the patentod
"Warrenite" paving on a parity it
is expected that keen competition
will result. The Warren people
are understood to be willing to
olace a plant here and furnish
their material to any bidder at a

fixed price, and practically finance
him throuRft tne joo. uui wiej
probably will not do this If War
renite is barred ny specmcauons

While members of the council
did not express themselves as

catering to Warren Brothers, they
do feel that to eliminate thorn
would be to eliminate many hid
rlnrn who would be unable tO fi
nance a contract of this magni
tude alone, and thus narrow the
field to a few of the Digger con
trnrtnri.

toriously by General Urant duringthe Civil war. This interesting
old relic Mr. Smith brought with
him to this country from Illinois.
It Is particularly interesting lo
Mr. Smith as he had a brother who
went through the siege Inside of
the city. The brother is now dead.

The copy owned by Mr. Smith is
the last one published on wall pa-
per, and while it was issued under
date of July 2, contains a last
minute note dated July 4, saying
that General Grant had "caught
the rabbit," that the Union flag
floated over the city and that the
days of mule meat wero gone. J.
M. Swords was miblisher of the
paper. Mr. Smith also has a copy
of the Now York Horald publish-
ed In 1865 tolling of the assassina-
tion of Abraham Lincoln.
