Convictions would
bring a fins of not Icks than $10 or
more than $100 or imprisonment
in the county jail for not lens than
10 days or more than 30 days.

It nljo provides for a slightly
lower grade, in addition to the
present grades, to be known tin
Oregon No. 1, which will permit
sunburn, and potatoes not serious-
ly damaged by growth cracks.
Theae are excluded from United
States grade No. 1. Tho trade feels
that the above defects should be
nllowed In commercial seed pota- -

toes.
