The only facilities for supor-
vised physical exercise avallable
to women o Salem are under the
charge and supetvision of the
local Y. W. C. A. This is a foct
that was foreibly brought out in
a report made recently to the
executive board of the Salem Y,
W. by Mrae. Willlam H. Hertaog,
chairman of the physical educa-
tion divislon of the general educa-
tlonal committes,

M=, Hertzog reportod that an
average of twenty-five or thirty
girls report for the gymnasium
classes and swimming classes held
in the Y. M. gym and fnk in the
afternoon.  The women's classes
In the mornlog bhave an average
enrollment of fiftoen and for the
clusses in  the evening arranged
specially for working girls, the
average nttendance i8 twenty-
five.
