communities, but with them and
against forces within the cities,
reached Its culmination in tho
meeting of city heads which took
placo In Portland Saturday, ac-

cording to J. B. Glesy, mayor of
Salem who was elected president
of the league of Oregon cities
formed at that meeting.

''People who compose municip-
alities are disposed to work hand
in hand with tho communities sur-

rounding them, and nlso with the
state," asserted Mayor Glesy, "but
a city meets many obstacles In ad-

ministering its own affairs."
That this new league of cities

will be a fur co to reckon with is
predicted by Mayor Glesy. Twenty-flv- o

municipalities were represent-
ed at tho Portland meeting. Other
officers elected were A. L. Bar-bu- r,

commie-dono- of public works,
Portland, first li,
B. Parks, mayor of Mugcne, sec-

ond and Charles
Cleveland, mayor of Grc.diam,
treasurer.

Tho legislative committee com-

posed of Chris Kehuelji'i, City Attor
ney Grant of Portland, City Attor
ney Brand of Mar.shfieid, Mayor
Parks of Kugene, Mayor Setters of
Astoria, are now getting ready to
keep In touch with the legislative
assembly in Salem for the remain-
der of the session, with tho Inter-
ests of the c '.!'! in mind.

deputies, told Ecelsior:
"Senator Borah pretends that

the American taxpayer ta more
heavily burdened than the French.
I maintain that the French tax-

payer is more heavily assessed
than the German. The problem
of inter-allie- d debts would make
a big stop forward If America
employed her whole energy In
making Germany pay."
