000 for Hood River experiment
station, $80,000 for normal fichsol
class rooms, $30,000 for public
service commission, $39,094 for
penitentiary fire loss, $18,803 for
new land at state prison, $19,000
for fire protection at prlsou,
$30,000 to concert present train-
ing school Into reformatory and
$25,000 for maintenance of re
formatory. These are on the basis
that diversion of the quarter mill
road tax and half the bonus tax
make a surplus of $711,218.82.

The governor called attention
to increases in certain state rev-
enues which he said would be
realized if certain pending leg-
islation la enacted, but this Is
not included In the busts on
which tho ways and means com
mittee is working. An Increueo
in the poundage tux on fish, he
said, would yield $300,000 In two
years, cigarette tax $400,000, mo
tion picture tax $300,000 and a
severance tax on timber or $1
500,000.
