BY RIVER BOAT

A record trip up the Willamette
from Portland was reported this
morning: by Captain Kruxe, in
charge of the river steamer
Northwestern. The Northwestern
laut night made the trip through
the locks at Oregon City with the
water there the highest that it
has ever been for any boat pass-
ing through in the history of riv-
er shipping, he states. Some ship-
ping has been done above the
locks with the water at higher
levels than laat night's, but no
boat ever went through the locks
before under similar circum
stances.

A crew of men '

practically
twice tlie strength ot the usual
crew was required to open the
gates. After the boat came thru
great difficulty was experienced
in closing the gates slowly with-
out allowing them to crash shut.

"We made the trip in about
the usual time," said Captain
Kruze. "The current was swifter,
but we took advantage of a lot of
eddies that don't usually exist.
We cut a lot of corners rode
over a lot of wheat fields and po-
tato patches."

The Nortnwestern discharged
its cargo at Salem this morning.
The boat will remain at dock
here until the present flood wa-
ters subside, it has been announc-
ed. The probability was express
ed that the trip back to Portland
will begin sometime tomorrow
morning. The boat is being clean
ed and generally equipped for
passenger service, and will be
ready for inspection tor a pas-
senger license within a few days,
it is said.
