Strict qualification of all per
son seeking to practice healing
arta In Oregon would be required
under house bill 391 Introduced by
McCallister, Marlon county, yester
day afternoon. It would put
definPe educational requirement
on all person practicing healing
arts, excepting dentists, opticians.
and Christian Science practitlon- -.

er.
To qualify on would have to

posses a diploma from a .four-
year high school or the equivalent
thereof; to have completed at
least two courses of study of eight)
month each in collegiate work In
some standard college or univer-
sity of at least the grade of the
University of Oregon; to have been
graduated from an Institution pres
criblng and enforcing a four year
course In the healing arts, the
curlculum to have Included anat-
omy, physiology, pathology, diag-
nosis, and obstetrics over a period
to and equivalent of the courses
prescribed by the board of regents
of the University of Oregon.

The measure also provides for
the organization of a board of
licensure in the healing art to be
composed of ten in embers, eight
of whom shall be named by the
governor. The ninth member of
the board shall bo the stato sup-
erintendent of public Instruction
and the secretary of the Oregon
Mate board of health shall be the
tenth. The unspecified eight shall
be selected from the recognized
state medical societies.

The bill la in no danger In the
bouse, but there Is no question
but what the opposition will
throw all of its strength Into the
battle In an effort to block at
this time the alleged "hamstring-
ing" program In prospect.

in prospect tn the senate Is the
one brewing over the Mills post-
primary convention bill, where
organization and other align-
ments will be cast aside and the
question decided on Us merits
with embarassing policy ties cast
into the discard. This will find
even the machine in discord and
It is an even bet whether or not
frionds of the bill will bo able to
muster the 10 rotes need e J for
passage.

Because the measure carries
the referendum clause it will not
have to face the rcto axe in the
hands of the governor, who Is
known to be antagonistic to the
idea of meddling with the pri
mary laws.

Tho last of the bills to trim the
governor of his prerogative drop
ped into the house hopper yester
day afternoon, when Representa
tive Scttleinier introduced the
companion measure of his pro
posal to place tho administration
of the penitentiary in the hands
of tho board of control. The new
bill removes tho secretary to the
governor from the state parole
board, placus the appointment of
the other members of the board
In tho hand? of the board of con-
trol, including the parole officer.
