that soma ot the most eminent
educators of the nation were think
!ng along similar lines as their ut-

terances sine had shown. Eddy
flayed th trend toward unpra- -

paredness tor defense that is In-

spired in th high school courses
ot study "that filters down from
soma of the high brow unlvorslty
professor through our teachers
and principals tn the high schools."

"It my boy or girl,' 'he said,
to Imbibe socialism, communism or
any other hellish Ism from the pit
they will have to get them from
some other source other than the
high school if I have power to keep
them out ot the schools.' He scor
ed th practice of placing In the
high school course the work of
Scott Nearing, H. G. Wells and
Jack London.

Edy said he had been branded
by some ot the school people as an
ignorant clodhopper, but defied
theflo same teachers to sit In his
study with him and read the
Greek Testament in the original.
He read the list of subjects taught
in tho high schools and declared
there was no wonder that there Is

lack of room for the fundamen-
tals.

'We nre told that if a course
were adoj ted la conformity with
this bill that the doors of our high
er Institutions of learning would
be closed against hih school grad
nates," Eddy said, "but this Is not
true. I hnvo been told by profes
sors of tho University of Oregon1
nnd Oregon Agricultural college
that such a course would articul-
ate with the college courses. Many
teachers and school superinten-
dents in tho last two years have
written me that this bill Is right
and that they are with me, but not
to use their names. Why do they
not want their names used? Be-

cause down here at Salem Is the
state superintendent who is against
this bill and who never has advanc
ed one solid reason against It."
