A bill Introduced In the ,enjte
yesterday afternoon providing for
un additional circuit Judgeship in
Multuouian county and naming
Muuiclpal Judge William A. ll

for the place was the subject
of an open hearing before the
Multnomah delegation in the sen-
ate chamber, t'iko Davis, presi-
dent ot the Multnomah Uar aeso
ciatlon; James H'.apleton. attor-
ney; J. M. Ilummersly, chief
slstant district attorney; District
Attorney Stanley Myers, Senator
Uauks and others explained the
need of another judge and urged
passage ot the measure. Senator
Hanks pointed out that It had cost
the state and crLnty around $6000
to bring tn outside Judges durinf,
the past year.

The 1923 session ot the legisla-
ture created a new Judgeship in
Multnomah county, but Gorermu
Pierce vetoed the measure. The
Judge was not named in the lat-
ter bill. Jack Day and Joseph
Dunne appeared before the Mult-
nomah delegation urging passage
of a measuro which would allow
Multnomah county to levy a tax
ot of a mill for con-

structing new buildings at the
Gresham fair grounds.

lial S. Lusk and County Scho)
Superintendent Alderson .appeared
to speak for .'.be nieasur. provid-
ing for election ot the county
school superintendent tor Mult-
nomah by the people living out-
side the city limits of Portland.

Ame.leo M. Smith, chairman of
the Multnomah uoard ot county
