is a question ae to whether the
highway commission can refund
and issue new bonds, he declar
ed. "However,, there is no danger
if the law permitted fiuch pro
cedure. The legislature meets
again in two years, and any abuae
could be stopped. The bill Is In
the Interest of state develop
ment.

Representative Shelton, Baker,
pointed out that the highway
commission had not sold a bond
during 1924 and that there was
no danger of it abusing Its au-

thority. He pointed out that there
was need of having an emergen
cy iesue authorization on hand
"What would happen if the gas
tax were fought and found un
constitutional?" ho asked.

Hamilton, of Bend, fought for
the bill. "We can't stop highway
building now," he declared. "In
eastern Oregon and .in certain
coast counties work is hardiy
started. Because the Willamette
valley is paved, there is no reas
on to stop and forget eastern
Oregon and other sections.

Representative Carkin opposed
the bill, he explained, on account
of the policy it carried. "It'e a

question of whether or not we
(mall give free reign to the high
way commission, he averred, i
have every confidence in the high
way commission, but it ie like
individuals in that it is likely to
become enthused In its work to
too great an extent. If the bill :

passed, the commission can reis
sue as rapidly as refunding ie
provided. There is a move on to
bring up our valuation of proper
ty which would make available
greater Income 'for the commis
sion than now exists.
