There will not be much left of the Bill of Rights when the
federal supreme court gets through rendering decisions
applying its rule of reason to the prohibition question. In
fact the grand old Constitution has become a shabby thing
of shreds and patches since the process of harmonizing it
with the Anti-Saloo- n League began and every decision
makes confusion worse confounded.

The learned Chief Justice Taft elaborates upon the great
difference between the tweedle-de- e of searching private
property in the form of transient dwellings, such as automo-

biles, upon suspicion, without a warrant, and the tweedle-
dum of searching private property in the form of a perman-
ent dwelling without a warrant. The one is to be permiss-

ible; the other banned.
Similarly etilighteningly conflicting are the comments

upon autoists' rights. Listen to this:
"It would be intolerable and unreaxonable If a prohibition aKent

were authorized to atop every automobile on the cbance of finding
liquor, and thus subject all persons lawfully using the highways to
the Inconveulence and indignity of such a search. Those lawfully
within the country entitled to use the public highways hare a right
to free passage without interruption or search unless thero is known
to a competent official, authorized to search, probable cause for be-

lief that rollick's are carrying contraband or illegal merchandise."

In other words, it is "intolerable and unreasonable" to

stop autos on the mere chance of finding liquor for the
autoist "has a right to free passage without interruption or
search" unless it is positively known "to a competent offi-

cer" that there is contraband aboard. And yet autos are
stopped and searched every day by irresponsible and incom-

petent prohibition officers in Oregon, merely upon suspicion
or for malice or other cause, and under this decision of the
court no matter how "intolerable and unreasonable" the en-

forcement officer may be, the victim has no recourse.
The court declares that the constitution only denounces

"unreasonable" searches or seizures without a warrant, and
a.iserts that while the search of a dwelling without a war-

rant, is unreasonable, the search of an auto is reasonable,
bemuse it can be quickly moved, provided of course there is

a prohibition agent with a reasonable amount of intelligence
to apply the rule of reason.
