Paying For Largesse
How states deliberately destroy their own rights by

tccepting "aid" from the federal treasury for agricultural,
educational and highway work is illustrated in the recent
United States supreme court decision in the Buck auto bus
case, where the court held that because the road had been
built with government assistance, the. state had lost its
regulatory and supervisory rights over its traffic.

Buck sought to establish an auto bus line between Seattle
and Portland. He secured a license to operate in Oregon, but
was refused on application, permission to operate in Wash-

ington on the ground that existing bus lines adequately
served the road and further competition would endanger the
whole service. In its decision the court says:

That part of the Pacific Highway which Ilea In Washington was
built by it with Federal aid. It (the attitude of the State
Of Washington) defeats the purpose ot Congress expressed in the
legislation giving Federal aid tor the construction ot interstate
highways.

Federal aid for roads has been a recognized government
policy since 1916, and some of the principal highways of the
country have been built by its aid, among them sections of
the Pacific Highway in Washington. In accepting this
federal aid, the states have surrendered their own rights as
to who shall and shall not use these roatls and lost power to
control traffic or defend taxpayers against and
wildcat competition or protect the general public against
highways being destroyed for private profit.

States, among them Oregon, have been eager and clamor-
ous for federal aid, under the supposition they were getting
something for nothing but it is nothing of the sort. The
people pay in increased federal taxes for all the federal aid
extended and in addition barter their birthright of state
control for the mess of pottage.

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For the sixth lime in the history of the United States
government, the senate has failed to confirm the nomination
o.' a cabinet officer by rejecting Charles S. Warren as attor-

ney general under President Coolidge. The other rejections
and the administrations were:

Jackson Roger It. Taney of Maryland, to be .secretary of the
treasury, rejected, 28 to 18, June 24, 1 s:i 4.

John Tyler James M. Porter of Pennsylvania, to he secretary ot
war, rejected, 38 to 3, January 30, 1844.

David Henshaw ot Massachusetts, to he secretary of the navy,
rejected, 34 to 8, Janunry 15. 1844.

Cabel Cushing of Massachusetts, to he secretary of the treasury,
rejected, 27 to 19, March 3, 1843.

Johnson Henry Htnnherk of Ohio, to ho attorney-genera- l, who
had previously served and resigned, 29 to 11, January 2, 1868.

For most of the other rejections, factional and partisan
fights were responsible, but Warren's rejection is due to lack
of confidence in his fitness by members of his own party as
well as the opposition.

To put at the head of the department of justice to prose-
cute trusts and illegal combinations, the chief counsel of the
American Sugar Refining interests, and the man who organ-
ized and administered their business in Michigan, perfecting
th"T monopoly, would not have won the confidence of the
people, no matter how it gratified big business.

Letters read into the evidence at the trial of the govern-
ment's case against the trust, proved that Mr. Warren
engineered, as business agent for the sugar interests, the
conspiracy to eliminate competition among the sugar factories
on the one hand by buying beets from the farmer, and on the
other in the sale of sugar.

The president may again nominate Mr. Warren for the
position, in the hope that a full attendance will secure a
majority for confirmation in the senate, or he may select
some one less objectionable because of previous business
affiliations with predatory financiers.
