Our very great gov
ernment was established to secure
and protect those right."

Tho underlying motive and In
tent of the new law was as an
tlruliglous he eald, as any soviet
measure adopted in Russia. It was
being opposed, he added, not only
by the Roman Catholic church but
by Presbyterians, Episcopalians,
lews and all whom he described
as the friends of the constitution.

J. P. Kuvanaugh closed the ar
gument for the Society of the Sis
ters of the ollly Names of Jesus
and Mary, devoting his attention
to tho confetituliunal question in
volviul and instating that there
had been the taking of propeity
and. an Infringement of the rights
and liberties of the parents, child
ren nnd teachers In violation of
tho guarantees of the federal con
Mitution.

Argument for tho state In tho
case of the Society of the sisters
01 tne iioiy Names of Jemis and
Maty waa osaa by Votnm Sena-
tor tleorge F. Chamberlain who
rltod court deIai.i.is In support of
the contention that sluuld be no
violation of any CDnstltutional
rights.

Ho rea.l from tho canons of the
Roman Cntholic church in connec
tion with his assertion that tho
cluircn took control of the educa-
tion of tho children of Its com-
municants away from the nn rents.
Such circumstances, ho Bald, it

was a question between tho church
and the- stato an. I the ourts must
hold, he added, that in such a con
test tho state's rights were para
mount.

Mr. Chamberlain OHcsrtcd that
tho Cath lio churoh w.it nltempt
ing to set tho children of their com
munlcants aside from other child
ren, and to make them different
from others when they grew up, to
the detriment of the democracy. It
vaj tho purpose of tho peoplo of
Or.gon, he said, to bring about
greater democracy. Public schols
bring children In contact with the
rich and the poor and thof-- of
Mirioient ralttw, ho il.l teach them
in such a way that when thev co
oui into tno world they are toler
out of rights of otlurs.
