cherries either dioj to the groundor are starred so bad that they nre
pia red in second and third class

Arsenical sprays will coji:o this
pent but from indications based on
the tests conducted last year the
rtandurd sprav i'l of lead
arsenate to 100 gn'.lon of water)
is not strung enough to adequate-
ly handtt- the eituation. In last
year's tst, 8 pounds of le.'d ar-
senate to 100 gallons of water were

ured, Tiiis strenrth apparentlycontrolled the beetle.
Koli-tg- burn Is liable to result

from the use of lead arsenate on
all stone fruits. To counteract this
1 pound of hydrated lime is added
to the pray solution for each
pound of lead aihenate. This pre-
vents any serious foliage burn.

The spraying begins as soon
little beetles appear. This if

usually jn.st nhout bbsoniing
time, and the spiny Is applied be-
fore the buds open. A cond ap-
plication is made about two weeks
later between the time of full
bloom ar.d when the petals have
dropped. Spraying usually starts in
the latter part of March or the
first part of April.

These
sprays will be tested again.st each
other for control of the beetle and
chcekMt against trees which are
untreated for comparative percent-
ages of injury.

Hydrated lime is added to the
spray solutions beeauee lead ar-
senate alone causes serious foliage
injury to t rc es.
