court of the District ot Columbia.

Counsel tor .the Pacific Mail
said they would advise the court
later as to their decision on a fur
ther effort to restrain the board
from consummating Its sate of the
fire president type ships now oper
ated by that company to the Dol
lar interests.

Ilefore the order was entered
Justice lilts denied a motion
which would have added the
phrase "without prejudice' to the
disinwsal decre.

Anneal Is Denied.
Tho court decided sevcrul aco

to dismiss tho Pacific Mall's plea,
hut withheld 3igulng the order to
allow that (.onipuny to enter an
appeal to the court ot appeals.
This appeal was not forthcoming
today.

In asking tor Inclusion of the
words "without prejudice" to the
order of dismissal, the Pacific
Mail attorneys asked an opportun-
ity to coneult further as to any
possllllo Irfca! claim they might
havo against tho shipping board
which was not covered in their
hill of complaint.

Assistant District Attorney West
opposed the additions ot the word:
