What are the facts?

In November the people ropealed the income tax law.

In December, Governor Pierce and Treasurer Myers, in
defiance of the mandatory law  which reaquires that the
state levy be fixed to meot expenditures, deliberately reduced
the levy 20 as to raise a million dollars less than required,
making the levy jnst as if the income tax was still in ex-
istence.

In February, to meet the forced deficiency, following the
recommendations of the governor, the legislature reluctant-|=——
I+ passed measures levying special taxes on tobaceo ete,
and provided a special election for September to ]\:u\s' upon
referendumsa of these taxes if invoked.

In Mareh Govertior Pieree vetoed the bill providing for a
specinl election, thereby delaying the vote upon the measures
until the general election, November, 1926,

In April, referendum pelitions are in eireulalion, which
when filed, awtomatically deprive the slate of any rfevenue
from the speeial taxes and insure n financinl crisis.

The mischief, it is plain Lo see, was ciused by the tax levy
beng lowered as a political play to enable the governor to
claim eredit for a reduction in properly tax, to compel spee-
in] taxes, and Lo punish the publie for failure Lo sustain Ilu-
income fix.

The special eloction bill was vetoed in pursuance of the
same persopal polities, to prevent a vote upon the Dennis in-
eome tax prohibition bill and by creating n financial muddle,
force reennctment of income taxation as the cure-all of high
taxation ills.

So it s plain that if the people had only done what the
Grand Lecturer told them ta do in his swing around the
circle he wouldn't have forced a financial crinis. By the
game irexorable logic that one and one make cleven, it is
plain the people are to blame,
