Supreme Court Orders
New Trial of Stanfield
Damage Case Against
Mrs. Fletcher.

The case ot Hilda Stanfield,
appellant, against Mrs. Zella S.
Fletcher of Salem, in which the
plaintiif sued for a maximum of
$7,t00 damages under tho em-

ployers' liability act, must be tried
again In the circuit court, accord-
ing to an opinion of tho supreme
court which was handed down to
day. Mrs. Fletcher is of state-
wide prominence as a Grange lead-
er. The opinion, written by Chief
Justice Mcllride, reverses Judge
George G. Uinghnm f the lower
court for Marion county and
orders a new trial of tho case.
The plaintiff's husband met an
accidental death while employed
by Mrs. Fletcher.

The supreme court opinion holds
that one of the Instructions given
by the lower court to the jury
relative to negligence waa error.
and while It is held not clear that
such Instruction produced the
verdict that was rendered, it is
pointed out that the case was a
close one on the testimony, and
the Itistrtutiou might have
caused tho verdict. For this
reason the decree is reversed and
a new trial directed.

The Injuries that caused the
death of Kay Stanfield, husband
of the appellant, occurred while
he was operating a gasoline engine
propelling a wood-sa- by means
of a bell. No guards or other pro-
tection were used on the machin-
ery, It Is said. There were no
witnesses of the accident, and

Train Literally . Jammed
With Humanity Scene
of Frenzied Rush When
Light Blows Out.

New York, May 19. (A. P.)
At least 75 persons were injured,
two of them probably fatally, In a
mnd panic which swept a crowded
east side subway train as it waa
about to leave the Grand Central
terminal station today. A blown
fuse, followed hy a series of elec-
tric lump bulbs explosions was re-

ported to havo been the cause of
the accident.

The train literally was jammed
with humanity, came to a sharp
:dop u block from the terminal.
Men, women and children were
swept from their feet in confusion.
which grew to panic proportions
when the cars began to fill with
stifling smoke caused by burning
insulation. A short circuit bad
occurred causing the motor man to
lialt the long string of cars When
he attempted to sturt it up again
every light bulb in the train ex-

ploded-. This was the signal for
the panic wiijch sent scumpcring
men, women and children toward
exits and seeking to escape from
their cage-lik- e imprisonment by
mashing windows.

ricoroB were knocked to the car
floors and trampled. The con-

fusion was increased when guards
prevented opening of emergency
doors. The lounge and seven. sa-

lons of the nearby Hotel Vatiter-hi- lt

were converted Into emer-
gency hospitals where 2fi persona
received treatment.
