in that county fur failure to
deliver their apricots to the asso-
ciation's pool of tho 1924 crop, up-
held the constitutionality of the
California cooperative, market lug
law of 1923. This was one of the
main contentions of the defendant
growers, who took the positionthat they had completed their con
tract when they paid tho liquidated
damages provided in the contract,
in cents per pound, and were not
obliged to specifically perforin the
contract, maintaining thnt the co-

operative marketing law posted by
the California legislature In 1923
Was unjust iiutional.

Judge Itogers disagreed with
them in this latter matter, nnd In
his opinion in upholding tho asso-
ciation as against Its

members. Indicates an under-
standing of one of the Importantconsiderations In growers cooperativo marketing that many seem
lo ovvtfok. Quoting from tho Ju-
dicial decision: "Kach membei
contracts not merely with the as-
sociation as nn entity, but with
every other of tho ten thousand
members who Join; nnd It Is the
rinht of every member to have
every other member meet his ob-

ligation under the mutual and co-

operative contract."
Many growers seem not to un-

derstand that cooperative market-
ing is cooperative and have a ten-
dency to consider their Joint or-
ganization as a separate nnd com-
mercial entity with which they are
individually dealing. In this theyoverlook the fact that their asso-
ciation is a group combination of

pend on circumstantial evidence.
The accident happened April 75,
1922.

It was alleged that Stanfield
was employed by Mrs. Fletcher,
and that by the terms of the em-

ployment it was agreed that he
would operate the farm and fur-
nish wood for Mrs. Fletcher's
domestic use, and do such other
general work as was necessary in
operation of tho farm, for which
Mrs. Fletcher paid him $75 a
month, furnished a house for him
and his family to live in, also to
furnish him with wood and other
necessities. Stanfield was re-

quired to cut his own wood from
timber on the place and also tim-

ber for the defendant.
The complaint accused Mrs.

Fletcher of negligence in the lack
of protection on the machinery,
but this waa denied by Mrs.
Fletcher In her answer.

4'It will be noticed," says Chief
Justice McHride, "ae to the re
quested instruction respecting
contributory negligence, that
there is no plea of contributory
negligence in the answer. Defend
ant simply ttenies her own neglig
ence in the matter so that con

tributory negligence Is not in the
case; and, as a general rule,
courts are not required to Instruct
upon Issues not made by the
pleadings. This, however, is not
an absolute rule, as there may
arise from the testimony, or from
circumstances attending the trial,
a necessity for Instructions not
specifically within the issues, but
necessary to enable the jury to
appraise fully the evidence and Its
effect. This may be by way of
cautionary Instructions or may
arise from a variety of causes and
Is most generally within the dis
cretion of the court. But we fail
to see the necessity for it in the
case at bar, and we cannot con
ceive how the defendant was in
jured by tho refusal of the court
to give such Instructions.

"In fact, there is no evidence
whatever of contributory neglig
ence on the pnrt of the defendant
It Is a plain question before the
jury as to whether the decedent
nt the time he was Injured, was
doing an Act within tho scope of
the employment, or engaged in
sawing his own wood for his own
uso upon his own time nnd not In
his employer's; nnd, whether the
accident wns eaused'hy an Inher-
ent defect In the machinery, or
failure to properly guard It. There
Is some circumstantial evidence
tending to uliow that his clothing
was In some way caught In the
machinery In such a manner an to
have resulted In his death. This
evidence Is slight but sufficient
lo go to the jury. The evidence
as to the necessity nnd practicabil-
ity of guarding the machinery
was contradictory nnd was sub-
mitted to the jury by proper In-

structions. Taking the Instruc-
tions given hy the court as a
whole. I hey seem to us to have
been quite ns favorable to the
nlalntiff In these respects as the
law justifies "
