New York, June 24 Over-nig-

dispatches from Canton, new hot-

bed of Chinese agita
tors, picture a serious situation.
Apparently alarmed by yesterday's
outbreak, in which excited Chinese
exchanged shots with the guards
around the foreign settlement on
Shameen island, the authorities are
sending defenseless foreign civil-

ians from the trouble zone.
A British steamer carrying 600

wqnien and children arrived at
Hong Kong from Shameen this
morning. The American gunboat
Helena is proceeding to Canton
from Hongkong.

The situation at Amoy, north of
Hongkong Is also reported increns
Ingly grave due to the persistent

propaganda In clrcu-- !
Intlon there. Despite assurances
from the Chinese authorities that
the unruly elements can be kept
In hand, the American, British and
Japan consuls have requested their
governments to send warships and
meanwhile a steamer. Is being held
ready to take off the foreign wom
en and children should trouble
arise. .

Disturbances arc also feared at
Peking on the occasion of the dra-

gon festival tomorrow nnd all of
the legations are reported to be
taking precautions to meet any
violent movement.

Detailed accounts of yesterday's
shooting at Canton show that the

domination was com-

paratively peaceful until one sec-
tion of the parading Chinese began
firing from the bund toward Sha-
meen. A French merchant was
killed and a British marine and
three civilians wounded, Including
the white commissioner of cus-
toms.

British and French marines im-

mediately returned the fire of the
Chinese but were checked by the
senior naval officer In command.

The Chinese firing broke out op-

posite the British section of Sha-
meen, giving further evidence that
the movement Is di
rected particularly against tho
British and Japanese. Report of
assaults on Japanese subjects came
from four Interior points In China
yesterday.

The text of the appeal sent to
Pope Plus by professors of the
national unlveralty of Peking, giv-
en out in Rome lost night, repeats
the charges made In the Chinese
vernacular press that the foreign
ers have "perpetrated murders
against unarmed Chinese citizens
In tho international settlements at
Shanghai, Hongkong and else
whore."

The pope Is asked to extend his
sympathy and support to the Chin
ese cause. He has entrusted the
apostolic delegate In Peking with
the task of answering tho appeal.
