An expression of his faith In the
modern Jury system and a discus
sion of what he termed an attempt
by a minority of scientists to force
their views on scientific lines on
the children of the majority form
ed the principal themes of Mr.
Bryan In his address.

Some metropolitan papers have
ridiculed the idea of trying i
scientific question before a jury
he said, launched thenceforth in
to a defease of the jury system.
It would not be possible or even
wise such a question before
of jury of scientists, he said.

Polnlng out that no state in the
Union requires an educational
qualification of a jury, he declared
"our faith in the jury system rests
upon the same foundation as our
faith in popular government."

Mr. Bryan concluded with the
