To Naturalization As
Americans

Portland, Or., July 27. (By
Associated P r e s a.) Armenians
are eligible to naturalization ae

American citizens, Federal Judge
C. E. Wolvcrton decided today.

In the noted "Cartozian case,"
the judge handed down a decision
that was an entire victory lor the
Asia All nor people.

As the entire proceeding was a

teat case it ia expected that the
government will anneal to the
united Stateu supreme court.

Under direction of former
United States District Attorney
John S. Coke, the federal govern
ment had sued for annulment of
the naturalization papers of Tatos
0. Cartuziau, a member of the lo
cal firm of rug dealers.

The case of the government was
baaed on the assumption that Ar
jneuiune are of Asiatic descent and
therefore not eligible to natural
Ization.

Harney, who said he had been

He said they had discussed kid
naping Pom Negri, film star, but
abandoned the idea because they
believed she did not have enough
ransom money available to make
it worth while.

He told how a plan to kidnap
Jackie Coognn, Juvenile film star
was dropped because Coogan was
a court ward.

year.

P.) The Charles R. McCormick

lupiber company of San Francisco,
a Delaware corporation today an
nouueed the purchase for ap
proximately $20,000,000 ot the
timber holdings, saw mills and
other property of Pope & Talbot,
located In the state of Washington.
The deal Is said to be one of the
largest transactions involving
manufacturing plants and timber
negotiated on the Pacific coast.

The McCormick company has
operated two saw mills at St.
Helens, Ore., for several years but
the new holdings will add ap-

proximately 80,000 acres to the
company's properties, with timber
cruising of approximately 0

feet. In addition the
properties will include two large
sawmills on Puget Sound, one at
Port Gamble and the other at Port
Ludlow, with cargo shipping facil
itlca. hotels, logging railroads and
other properties.

Through the deal the Pope and
Talbot interests will become large
stockholders In the Charles R. Mc
Cormick lumber company with
adequate representation on the
board of directors.

The purchase will necessitate
the bunding or a new sawmill
plant at Port Gamble, involving
the expenditure of approximately
SI. 500. 000.
