conversation and gossiping with
the convicts, your inattention to
duty and general disloyalty to the
institution that has a right to
expect your bost efforts, have
made your presence more of a
menace than a protection. You are
dismissed."

Denying flatly that lie has been
guilty of unnecessary conversation
with the convicts, that he has gos-

siped with them, or that be has
not been performing his duly,
Murphy aaid:

"It tho fact that I told the
coroner's Jury the facts that they
asked for and gave them informa-
tion which I felt was for the pro-
tection of the public and the bet-

terment of conditions at the prison
constitutes disloyalty, then I am
disloyal disloyal because I re-

fused to perjure myself to protect
the warden."

Dismissal a Surmise
Prison guards, wardens and

deputy wardens with whom Mur-

phy has served in the past all as-

sert that he was a capable and
efficient guard.

The dismissal ot Guard Gardner
came as a complete surprise both
to the public nnd to other em
ployees at the prison. Warden
Dalryniple had frequently spoken
highly of Gardner, and during
both of the last two manhunts
occasioned by the break ot Mur
ray and Kelley and their accom

plices Gardner was detailed by the
warden to follow every hot clue
that developed, being allowed a
free hand in his search for the
fugitives.

"Gardner is one of the best men
that I have, and I have every
confidence in him and his judg
ment," Dalrymple told newspaper-
men on at least two occasions dur-

ing the last manhunt, when the
guard stayed in the field day ana
night almost without sleep.

Unwilline Witness
Gardner was an unwilling wit

ness before the coroner's jury, and
except to state that "so long as
the reform element controls the
running of the prison there will
be no discipline, and it will be a
haven of rest and a paradise for
the convicts," he had little
criticism to offer of tho admin'
istration ot the institution.

Heretofore it has been the
practice of Warden Ualyrymple in
discharging employees who have
been at the prison for any length
of time to credit and pay them
for the two weeks' vacation period
duo them, but this was denied
Murphy, whose annual vacation
would have started today.

The dismosal of these two men
leaves the prison practically
without guards ot any experience,
and brings the list of those who
havo quit or been discharged up
to six. The others are:

List of Discharged
Guard Henry L. Foust, who

sought to get the shotgun with
which Warden Dalyrymplo, hid
ing behind an oil barrel, was
armed and take up the pursuit of
the fleeing convicts, but was told
by the warden to stay out of sight
or be might get shot. Foust re
signed the morning following the
break.

Guard Tra Hubbard, who stood
on tower No. 7 at the time of the
break.

Clair A. Baker, wall guard who
rosigned the morning after he had
told tho coroner's jury that there
was no discipline at the prison
and that tho convicts run the
institution.

James Nesmlth. turnkey whom
the convicts knocked down with a

cuspidor in breaking Into the
prison arsenal, and who was dis
charged by Dalrymple.

with the exception or Foust.
who was a war vetoran, all of
these guards were experienced
prison employees.

Murphy and Gardner are young
and active men, and were rated as
among the best rifle and pistol
shots among the guards.
