Pearcy brothers have received
an order for two sacks of choice
Oregon Franquette walnuts to be
shipped to California. Tne iuea
of the shipper Is to show Califor-
nia Just what real walnuts look like
and taste like. While California
has considerably the edge on Ore-

gon as far as quantity Is concerned,
there is no question that Oregon
quality Is far superior to the Cali-
fornia quality and It Is only a ques-
tion of developing sufficient quan-

tity here to get Into the eastern
markets for the Oregon nut to
sweep those markets.

George C. Roedlng, the eminent
nurseryman and horticuliuralist or
Callfurnla, Is Just now actively In-

troducing, through the California
Nursery company of Nlles, which
he operates, a new prune fur Cali-
fornia growers, says the Califor-
nia News.

This Is called the Burton prune,
having been propagated by H. K.
Burton of Vacaville. a plant breed-
er of this state. The California
Nursery company calls this the lat
est, the best and the most profit-
able prune known to horticulture.
It Is a very large prune, averag-
ing In size twenty to thirty to the
pound, and. dries most satisfactor-
ily and has a slightly tart flavor
prune In that. Some other of the
resembling somewhat the Italian
prunes which have been put on the
market In California because of
their average large size have not
been satisfactory.

This new prune, the Burton, Mr.
Roedine finds to supply a prune
having tho requisito qualities of
size, flavor, productiveness and
drying characteristics to have
much value in future development
here. The Burton prune has been
developed from a seed from a tree
where Mr. Burton in 1KUG grafted
a part of a Tragedy tree into one
of John Rock's Imperial Eplneusc.

Growers association prices out for
thiB year's crop at a little lower
figure than last year, It Is probable
that within a short time local ac-

tivity will be apparent In buying
up the crop In this section. While
some of the crop here Is handled
by the local branch of the state as
sociation, there in a large part of
the crop, especially in small lots,
which are sold to Independent buy
ers. It Is expected Robert C.
I'aulus wjil be out after some wal-
nuts this year, and Kred Brooker
of Vancouver who In recent years
h;is been the largest independent
buyor, will be back again.

The California Walnut Growers
crop quotations on the opening are
f. o. b. California: No. 1 soft shell
24c: baby soft shell. 15c; large
budded, 29c; medium budded, 22c.
The.se figures are 1 cent lower on
both grudes of soft shell than last
year's opening prices of tho asso
ciation; large budded are this year
the same as lust year, and medium
budded are this year 3 cents lower
than Inst year's opening. Crop esti-
mates have been falling down n

little in the view of the association
lately In walnuts and there does
not appear to be quite bo heavy an
output as earlier estimated, but
still materially above the short
crop of last year. In 1924 walnuts
went out so quickly that there was
Immediate scarcity and remember
ing this and taking Into account the
high prices and general scarcity ot
all nuts this year In the Important
markets, tho association probably
figured that these conditions rather
balance the somewhat larger ton-
nage In California In walnuts that
Is to be marketed this year.

Tho California Walnut Growers
association named prices on "Dia-
mond" brand shelled walnuts a
few days earlier at $D a case f. o
b. California, for cans, 24
to the case, and $3.85 for
cans. This Is the same basis as last
year and the price Is favorably view
ed by the trade under present con-
ditions In the nut market.

OF APPLE CROP

Present indications are that o

may absorb as many Ameri
can and Canadian apples this year
as last, reports Kdwln Smith, for-
eign market specialist of the U.
3. department of agriculture, who
has Just returned from abroad.
While It Is true htat the English
apple crop Is better, both as to
piantlty and quality, than In 1924,
yet It is scarcely more than half
of a full crop nnd (he varieties that
show the best promise- are cooking
varieties.

The continental crop Is verv
short nnd will scarcely bo a factor.
In every Kuropenn country the pear
crop Is one of the smallest on
record. No doubt pear prices will
be sufficiently high to attract some
of the harder American varieties.

Germany will start taking vol
umes of American applet! earlier
(ban last year nnd If the market Is
handled Judiciously, Mr. Smith ad-
