His parents livo at Fort
Ulakely, Washington.

Describing his early life Mur
ray said that he went to school in
Winslow, Wash., and finished the
second year in IiIbIi school there
before be quit school at the age of
14 nnd went to work. His first
job, he said, was in a shipyard.
He said ho also worked in sawmills
and on several vessels operating
out ot Seattle.

Murray admitted under question
ing that he had been struck on the
head by a rock thrown by a play
mate when he was about 14 years
old. Askea if It had any eflecl
upon him, he replied:

"I don't know that it had any
effect." He said in reply to a ques
tion by his attorney that the blow
from tho rock knocked him un
conscious.

' In the Hull Pen

Ovor the protest of the prosecu-
tion the court allowed Murray to

testify as t the times he had been
incarcerated in the "bull pen" at
tho prison and as to conditions
existing there.

Murray described the "bull pen"
as being a section of eight cells In

the south end of the prison yard,
the first of them known as the
dungeon. The dungeon was dls

tinguished from Hie others by the
fact that It had a solid steel door,
while the others had bars In front
of them. He said that each In- -

mato of tlieae cells was. given two
blankets, which was not enough to

keep out the cold. He told of be
ing confined there one time with
another convict, and said they had
to take turns sleeping on tho bed

"The floor was preferable to the
bed. It was warmer and softer."

tin tin waa confined in the
"bull pen" on three1 different occa-

sions, once tor 26 or 28 days for
some unknown reason, a second
time for 13 days on suspicion of

being Implicated in an Intended
break, and the third for two
months when he was returned from
an escape. He said he spent one
day and one night in the dungeon.

Conditions In Hull Pen
Regarding conditions in tho "bull

pen" Murray said that thero was
no heat ,no toilets, no smoking al-

lowed, no means of communicat-
ing with tho warden or others ex-

cept through the guards, and only
one meal of beans, two peices of
bread and a cup of black coffee
each day. The cells, he said, were
never cleaned out except when the
convicts saw fit to do it Uuiing
their exercise period.

Asain over the protest of the
prosecution Murray told of guaids
firing into the cells of the "bull
pen" while men were confined
there. He told of two Instance,
once in June. 1 3 J 4. when u con
vict v;uh struck by pieces of the
flying bullet, and on another Occa
sion he could not recall.

Murray testified to the shooting
of James Ogle, a convict In the
"bull jien" by Guard Davidson,
again over the protct of the wtate,
and declared the shooting to be
wholly without cause.

at present made nowhere west of
tlie Mississippi river; soap wrap-
pers, bread wrappers, adding ma
chine paper, embossed and rippled
cover paper, and laced paper, doil
ies, the last being made through a
"highly technical process invent
ed in Germany, and at present
useu ny only two other plants iu
the United States. ''

lu the near future a director of
the company will he sent to Ger-
many to study the manufacture of
shelf paper, a fancy product
placed ou shelves for covering
purposes, O'Neill stated. He will
bring back with him two or more
machines' and skilled workmen to
operate them, and when estab-
lished here the machines will he
the only ones of their kind In the
United States. "We hope eventu-
ally to have our machinery made
in til is country," said 0"Neill.
"There Is no reason why il should
not bo made In Salem."

Reason given by the speaker
for locating the new plant In this
city was that "living conditions
here had been found to be good,
it was easy to get help, and the
city of Salem cooperated with us. ''
He further stated that the fact
that a large paper mill, from
which the new plant could get its
material, was already established
here, was a largo factor in bring-
ing the paper converting company.

Following Mr. O'Neill, Sales
Manager Richards spoke briefly,
declaring that the company al-

ready has orders on hand from
firms In Honolulu and nearly
every part of the western half of
the United Stntes.

"We are going to start lu Salem,
and radiate out into every part of
the country," he said. "We
established a branch office in
San Francisco last week. We in-

tend to start one lu the northwest,
probably in Seattle, In the near
future. We already have one In
Los Angeles. Eventually ye will
be represented In every slate in
the west, and expect to send our
product all over the country be-

sides shipping considerable export.
lie indicated that a Now York

firm Is already starting negotia-
tions with the local company
which, if carried to a successful
conclusion, will make an extensive
enlargement necessary. ''They
tell us that If they have (he ex-

clusive right to our product in
their section, they can sell enough
so that this present plant will be
only a drop in the bucket to
what wo will have to have to sup-
ply the demand." lie said.

Within a few months the regu-
lar payroll will carry 100 men
regularly. It was stated.
