CONDENSERY AT

HILLSBORO MAKES

CARNATION ILK

"Some people have funny ideas

"The fact Is. however, that every
day thousands of pounds of milk
from Oregon s "contented cows
finds Us way Into a state-wid- e nnd
world-wid- o market by way of the
Carnation coudensery at Hlllsboro.
It was the second condensory In
Oregon, being erected subsequent to
one at Forest Crove where the
manufacture of Carnation milk was
begun in 1902. The capacity of
the Hlllsboro plant is about 150,000
lbs. of milk per dny.

Located only twenty mllca from
Portland In the rich dairy district
of Washington county the Hlllsboro
plant has played an important part
In helping to develop the dairy In

dustry In this section, according to
Mr. Maclean. Washington county
now has a bovine population of
more than 21.000 milk cows and
Is noted for its extensive dairy pro
duct ion.

Not only are high grade cows
employed to produce the milk for
tne Hlllsooro plant nut every op-

eration Is designed to Insure the
purity and high quality of the pro-
duct. All cans In which the milk
is carried from farm to coudensery
are washed, rinsed nnd sterilized
at the plant.

The filberts will bo sold as "Ore-
gon" filberts to educate tho users
as to tho new nut in comparison to
tho Sicilian nut which hitherto has
virtually held the field by itself.

ltecause of tho small tonnage nil
of tho Oregon nuts will bo sold on
the coast, but they will bo spreadall over the coast, this being the
intention on tho part or the hand-
lers.

The nuts are moving into con-
sumption very rapidly and will be
cleaned up In a short time.
