The system is a legalized robbery, a deliberate aitempt to
defraud investors devised by dishonest politicians, Muany of
these bonds were sold in Oregon by high-powered salesmen
for unscrupulous bond houses which received a large com-
migsion on the teansaclion, the sales being miade ' moslly to
ignorant investors, Lempted because of the high vate of in-

ferest.

The communities affected cannot escape responsibility
for being party to n swindle and should take steps to reim-
bursze the purchasars and make good Lheir secutities, Tt is
Jusk as bad for a community to play the crook as for the in-
dividual, When such ethies are practiced by the municipal-
ily, what ean be expected from the citizens? ;

While Oregon communities have not indulged in the
wholesnle frauds of Washinglon, there are many issues of
honds out, for which the security is questionable. Warrventon,
Reedsport and other municipalities' nre examples of unserup-
ulous promoetion. Some of the Irrigation districls are in even
waorse condition—but blime for them must rest partly upon
officials authorvizing thelr formation and supervising their

construction.

Their seeurities realized nbout 50 cents on

the dollar for construction, the other 50 cents going into the
pockel of the brokers financing Lthe contractor and market-

ing the honds.

These oft recurting bond scandals should serve ns a warn-
ing to investors to keep their money at home, building up the
industries and developing the resourees of their own local-
ilies, where they cannoteonly personplly supervise their in-
vostments, hul: profit by the enhanced value of the dom-

muniby.
