It was charged by Edna Z. John
son, plaintiff, and mother of the
children, that adoption proceedings
were had on representation that
she was Insane, when, she declar-- --

ed as a matter of fact she was not
insane. While she had been an In
mate of the state hospital, at the
time of the adoption proceedings.
she charged she had been discharg
ed as curod and the court holds
that sho was not Insane at the tl..i i
the adoption proceedings wero
started. .

Judgo McMahan holds that the
adoption proceedings are null and
void, and decrees tho children to
tho parents.

LONDON PAYS
TRIBUTE TO

DEAD QUEEN
(Continued from Pago One)

army or navy of Great Britain, but
of the uniforms only the gold braid
ed hats relieved the austere shades
oi the funeral procession. There
was but a single other spot of col
or Alexandra's own royal etan
dard, with which the casket was
draped.

Handkerchiefs found the eyes of
many and sobs wcro heard in the
ranks of the thousands who had
waited for hours in the cold and
wet, far among them were some
who had seen Alexandra piss up
and down the same street under
clearer skies and In happier cir
cumstances.

The soft slow music to the cn
denco of which the procession
moved was stopped as tho gun car
rlage reached the entrance of tho
abbey, and the coffin was carried
Into the darkened building on the
broad shoulders of eight guards
men who placed it upon a cata
falque before the high altar.

In the Abbey waiting tho nr
rival of the procession was Queen
Mary, dressed In deep black, her
face covered with a heavy veil,
and around her were the queens
of Spain, Norwny and Bleglum,
Princess Mary, tho Duchess of
York and several scoros of rela-

tives. Tho queen and her party
had driven directly from the pal
ace. nrrlving more than half an
hour before tho funeral procession,

Queen Mary was visibly affected
throughout the service. She raised
her handkerchief to her eyes whon
the casket was brought into the
abbey and several times found It

impossible to continue In the sing'
Ing of tho hymns.

The Archbishop of Canterbury
read tho service and the quiet
funeral rites were endod with "Goi

Save the King.".
Tho king left his place, followed

by the queen and other royalty, to
the strains of Chopin's Funeral
March, nnd after their withdrawl
tho congregation departod silent-
ly, leaving the enskot or. tho cata
falque alone before the altar of

the great church. As tne buumni
was emptied the sun suddenly
shown forth, Its .rays streaming
through the windows and nlaylng
over tho bier.

At 1 p. m. the doors of the abbey
were again opened nnd a long pro
cession began of those of the gen
oral public desirous of paying trl
buto to tho dead queen for tho last
time.

The coffin after remaining In

the Abbey all night, will bo carried
tomorrow morning to Windsor for
burial In the private royal chapel
