The Willamette and Yamhill
rivers arc to come in for further
improvement under recommenda
tions made to congress by Major
H. T. Coiner, engineer for the first
and seo:ml Portland districts.

Expenditures on tho Willamette
above Portland ond on the lam
hill amounted to $20,000 for the
last fiscal year. This is to be in
creased to $22,000 for the present
year and $20,000 is asked for
1927. The project provides for
channel deepening from Portland
to CorvaHis, on which $1,120,000
haa already been spent.

Engineers at Portland have rec
ommended that improvement of
the Yamhill river above Dayum
including the operation and care
of the Yamhill lock and dam, be
abandoned because of apparent In-

difference of the people of the lo
cality toward the development of
local water-born- e traffic.

Tho program recommended to
congress covers all navigable Ore
gon coast rivers and harbore,
some inland streams.

With the opening ceremonies at
noon, the b!g republican majorities
rolled up in tho Coolidge landslide
of 1924, took the saddle In both
senate and house, but kept a weath
er eye on the democrats and insur
gents who again were threatening
a coalition against some of the pet
projects of the administration.

With almost a n mo
mentum tho house put the new--

tax reduction bill at the head of
its calendar and prepared to
to work at once.

Meantime the senate, after its
customary manner was organizing
leisurely and putting off its de-

cision regarding the recognition to
bo given republican insurgents on
Its big committees.

Jjonirwortli Elected
In the house that issue had been

settled by the open revolt of the
Wisconsin delegation against the
nartv slate of house officials.

Portland, Dec. 7 Japanese
nlaintifts in damage suits grow
Inir out ot tho donortatifln of Jap
anese mill workers from Toledo,
Ore., last July, won the first
point in the litigation in federal
court here today when Judge
E3. Wolverton overruled the mo-

tlon of the dcfemlanls, residents
of Toledo that the plaintiffs put
un cost bonds totalling 12,000.

B. A. tireen, Attorney for the
defendants contended the bonus
should be put up because the plain
tiffs were aliens and not resi
dents of Oregon.

D. Takeoka, resident of Port
land, offered an affidavit stating
ho had known four of the plain
tiffs for from four to eighteen
years, and that they had been
residents of Oregon during that
time. The fifth plaintiff,
Ogura, made his own affidavit,
dating he had lived In this slate
ten years.

Green In a statement to the
court declared the crowd ot To
ledo citizens who induced the
Japanese to leave Toledo went to
the mill, and in a quiet, d

Ing manner explained to the orlen
tals that they weer not desired,
He said the Japanese agreed
leave if transportation to Port
land weer provided.

Cooperative Marketing
With Government Aid

Cure For Farm Ills Says
President.

Chicago, Dec. 7. (A. P.) Con
vinced that marketing
with governmental encouragement
is the best solution of the farmers
problem. President Coondge in-

tends to give the movement his ac
tive and energetic assist a nee. He
is opposed to proposal that the gov
eminent sell and buy farm products
or fix prices directly or indirectly,
Further, he believes present tariff
duties benefit the farmer and
should not be revised.

Outlining his views on the agri
cultural situation and proposed
remedies in an address today at
the annual convention here of the
American Farm Bureau federation,
the president said that despite its
press nt embarrassments, agrlcul-tul-

as a whole should lead indus
try in future prosperity.

Future looks. Secure.
I believe that the past hiBtory

of the relative trend of prices be
tween farm products and other
commodities is of tremendous sig
nificance,' he told his audience
made up of representative farincvR.

The surplus lands oi the country
are exhausted. The industrial pop
ulation is out stripping; I'he farm
population. Manufacturing is ex
panding. These must come to the
farmer fur their food and raw ma
terials. While wo can produce
more, the markets for food are in
creasing much faster than presen
farm productivity. The future ot
agriculture looks to be exceedingly
secure.'

Referring to the
movement as the most important
development of late years in tin:
agricultural field and emphasizing
the crop surplus problem as u vex-

ing factor in the farm price situa
tion. Air. coonuse expressed '

opinion that with the economic in
formation furnished by the tie

partment of agriculture with hot
ter warehouses and storage facili
ties and a better credit structure,
much can be done to take care of
the ordinary surplus.

Government Should Aid.
"With a production influcnci

by information from the depart-
ment," he continued, "with ade-

quate storage, supplied with nec-

essary credit and the orderly mar
ltet effected through
marketingagriculture could occupy
its place on a sound and indepenu
out business basis, wnne me gov

ernment ought not to undertake to
control or direct, it should supple
ment and assist all efforts in in
direction.

tives Lillie has in inlnd for the
immediate present. As the re-

organization progresses younger
and more physically active men
are to bo selected as gmirds, and
strict attontion to their business
at all times is to be lneleied upon

"There is lo be no politics play-
ed in the selection of guuids," said
Lillie-- , "Wherever it la possible to
get them I want young men who
are physically fit, preferrably be-

tween 30 and 25 years old. The
job of organizing them into un
efficient brdy, ready to function at
all times nnd in any emergency
will be handled by Captain Golden,
who will be responsible for their
conduct. They will be thorough-
ly drilled, and target practice once
a week will bo required."

One practice that has been gen
eral in the pant, and noted
in the invcotigatfon committee'!
report is going to bo stamped out
Immediately, tho warden announ-
ced. Under his administration
there is to be no fraternizing be-

tween guards and convicts. One
of the first orders to be issued to
the guards at the regular con for-
onees that are to be a part of the
new system ia that "guurds are not
to converso with the prlBoneis at
all, except wliero it is ncccsHury
in the line of duty."

To cope with emergencies finch
as the fatal break of August 12,
last, a reserve force of at least 10
guards is to be kept on duty con-
