confiscation, new sources of revenue are sought rather than
reduction in expenditures, ) :

Evidently there ix to be no limit to the finuncial demands
of the school machine. In 1925, some 42 percent ol all the
taxes paid in Oregon went for cducation and the school reve-
nue is 8o great thal it keeps educalors busy in deviging new
frills and furbelows on which the money can be dpent,

* Iducition cost the taxpayers $17,484,194 last year, of
which $15,010,433 was for schools, high and grade, an ih-
sredse of §1,288,156 or 8.9 percent over Lhe previous yeir.
Phe higher educational ingtitutions cost $2473,761.

Actording Lo the report of the teachers Ltux commitiee,
waessed valuation in Oregon has inereased 250 pereent in 20
years, school population has inereased from 108,000 to
175,000, or 62 perecnt, while schodl costs have incressed 500
pereent in the same period. And the pity of it all'is, that
the pupils are not as well grounded in essenlinls ns they
were when school costs were only a fraclion of what they
are today, ISvidently the more we pay for education, the less
we receive,

This nstonishing increase in school expenditores has been
muide possible because the public school is a sort of fetisch
with the people and whatever has been demanded, has heen
generously granted withoul question, for everyone desived
to aid the coming generation—uand anyone who opposed the
freak curricula has been roundly denounced as unpatriotic.
Upon similat grounds, the public will be importuned to sonk
the business - mun o setond time to provide more money for
the school maching to spend,

The teachers agsociation folluws the best traditions of up-
litters.  Its initinl move is to raisk nssessments on the muny
to e spent by the few, in securing incrensed public appro-
priations, s0 as fo “estahblish proper machinery' in the form
of a paid secrelary, propaganda disteibutors and organizers
of the campaign,  Only one important ifem was neglected—
having approprigted Governor Pierce's platform, it failed
to endordge his candidacy for reelection—but that will come
later, the politiciang manipulating the Leschers will see to
