The disasters that overtook them
in the canyoa would not have be-

fallen them had they been a week
earlier in reaching end passing
that terrible place. A small party.
the foremost, came through wi'd
but little danger or suffering, but
when the bulk of the party came
up, the rains had so swelled the
streams that nearly all lost their
teams, wagons and provisions auil
barely escaping, came out into the
umpqua valley destitute and for
lorn and but for assistance fur
nished by (he citizens ot the Wil
lamette, many must have perish
ed. After Borne months of sovero
privation, finally all reached the
fans of plonty by the close of the

year. Among those who came lu
this year by the new route, were
Judge J. Qtilnn Thorton, formerly
of Albany, and Virgil K, Prlngle
end Jnmoa Campbell, residing la
Marion county, in the vicinity of
Salem.

A few lots ot the newly surveyed -

town of Salem, were sold at auc-
tion, payment to be made therefor
in wheat the year after the saio,
but none of the lots so sold were
improved or built upon for some
yours aftetward.

Duriug the summer ot 1847, an
arrangement was made between
the trustees of the Oregon Insti
tute and Dr. William H. WUIhou,
to the following effect: Mr. Will- -
son disposing of his land claim
previously held In order to make
and to perform the conditions of
said agrement.

land or lots, rotalning hmsulf

and conveying as good a tltlo
as he shot Id receive from the
United States to the said trustees,
ot of all lots or land so
divided with the said trustees. This
contract was signed by Dr. Will,
son but not by his wife end after
tlie congress of the United States
had passed the donation act giving
to the claimant's wife ono-ha- lt ot
his claim In her own right, Mrs.
Willson refused on her part to con-

vey to tho trustoos ot the institute
but a small portion ot the bwo- -:

thirds of her individual portion ot
bnld clnlm.
