(Continued from Par One)
N, J., end the) second officer of a
barge off Ambrose lightship, out
side New York harbor.

New Jersey beach regortg wer
hit hard. From Aabury Park to
Cape Mar high tide and great
waves caused extensive damrtice to
boats, boardwalks shops, cottages
and other structures. At Atlantic
City a section of Its fam-
ous boardwalk was lifted by a wave
and deposited on th top of a
building.

Water Croft Wrecked.
Many small craft and some larger

onea were thrown on reefs, bars
and beaches along the entire coast
line. Waves at times reached a
height of SO feet. The five masted
schooner Nancy was driven high on
the beach at Nantasket, Masn.,
while her crew was rescued by vol-
unteers tn boats.

Coats-wis- e shfplng was practical
ly suspended. Ocean vessels were
delayed 12 to 24 hours by the storm
which extended fur out to sea.
The tide In New York harbor was
the highest in 20 years. Damage
estimated at hundreds of thousands
of dollars was done to piers.

The battle for life of the eight
coast guardsmen off Provlncetown
was fought In a an hour
gale, lillnker lights from their
frail craft told their tale to persons
a shore who were powerless to aid
them.

Driven from Home.
At St at en island the high tide

carried the waters three quarters!
of a mile Inland and drove 1500
from their homes. Da ma ire there'
was estimated at a million dollars.!
About 200 families were rescued'
from their dwellings. Sleet and
slush caused many traffic accidents
In Manhattan.

Thre men aboard the tug West
Point, which went aground near
Atlantic City, were rescued by coast
guards by means of a breeches
buoy.

Twenty blocks of Atlantic City
were under water, which at places
reached a depth of three feet.

allow the highway rommlusln to
Issue authorized bonds to the ex
tent of the deficit imposed to win
over the required four votes.

Injection of arguments for thej
Bailey tobacco tax plan Is antici-
pated as one of the maneuvers of
the opposition designed to meet the
objections of certain senators that
they might be compelled to vote
for the tithing measure In the ab
sence of a substitute scheme for
raising the required revenue.

The speo'al order Is unusual this
nesftlon in that It Is the first
stance of the fate of a bill being
decided upon the floor. The de
bate promises to be the most bit
ter and extended of any during
the session, and will admittedly
take up the entire afternoon.

By reason of the special order
the Marion county delegation bill
to authorize the hoard of control
to borrow 1600,000 from the acci-
dent commission funds for the con
struction of a state office building
here, which was on the senate cal
endar for today, will not be reach-
ed, but Its passage tomorrow morn-
ing ia believed assured. This
morning more than 20 senators had
signified their intention of voting
fo rthe bill. It passed the house
without a dissenting vote.

The tobacco tax bill Is similar
to the measure passed by the 1926
session except that It Includes ci
gars. The 192G measure was sub
jected to the referendum and beat
en by the people, largely for the
reason that cigars were not Inrlud- -
oa. lhat measure was estimated
t oyleld In revenues over 1 1,000,000
a year.

The measure now prepared here
for introduction covers cigarettes,
cigarette papers, wrappers, tubes
cigars, chewing tobacco, smoking
tooacco ana snuit ns sold at retail.
