to wear woolen clothing.
A hand warmer was exhibited by

Mrs. Handle. Theso are made of
different materials and contain
broken dried fern stems which are
burned. In cold weather the Chi
nese sit about holding the warmers
In their hands or sitting on th?m

Somewhere in the house a mill
t'sed for grinding. Corn and beans
are ground and fed to the cow
Chtnrso people are beginning to
use cow's milk In the winter, but
not at all In (he summer. Some
timej nil Ik la adulterated with
water and benn curd which can be
detected when It Is steamed. If the
buyer accuse the milk man of do-

ing this, he generally Insists that
recent heavy rain accounts for the
poor quality of the milk. If a calf
dies, the cow la turned out to pas
ture because she will quit giving
milk. The calf Is skinned and If
the cow lick the skin accepting It
as her self, her milk will come
again. When asked If this was a
Chinese tradition, Mrs. Handle said
It Is an actual fact. From 10 to 16

cups of milk (about a gallon and a
hatf) ta an average for each cow'i
dally production. Cows are used as
work animals. Every drop of milk
used ts steamed and all water
boiled before being used, said Mrs.
Ksndie.
