Possibility of serious disorders
wag Intensified by the calling of a
general strike of Chinese workers
lo celebrate the full of the city to
Chang southern forces.
which now hold virtually all of
China south of the Yangtse river,

15,000 Defenders.
The foreign defenders ashoro

here total 15,000 men, part of
whom are holding the ex
terior defense line while others
strongly patrol the street! of the
foreign settlements.

The 1600 American marines are
patrolling the northern and western
mill districts, whore trouble Is most
likely to break out owing to the
general strike and the gathering of
crowds of Idlers.

The marines came ashore with
full equipment. Including machine
guna and metal helmets, ready to
remain until the trouble Is over.
They landed laughing and Joking,
glad that their long Inactivity,
cramped aboardshlp was over.

The Japanese landing party also
totals 1500, and the French, Italian,
Dutch, Portuguese nnd Spanish like
wise debarked strong detachments.
The Britlbh already have numerous
forces on duty ashore.

Incessant Firing.
The native districts of Nantao

and Chapel were the scene of
trouble all day long. There waa in
cessant rifle and mnchlne gun fire
and the occasional boom of artil-
lery throughout tho afternoon.

All the barriers between the na
tive and foreign districts were
closed and heavily gunrded. The
foreign defenders suffered their
first casualties when a British Pun
jabi trooper was killed and two
were wounded by gunmen firing
from an alleyway at the border of
the international settlement. Two
foreign policemen were injured by
bricks thrown from the top ot
building on the Nanking road.

The troubles In the native city
were largely blamed upon Kuomln- -

tang plalnclolhesmen, who attacked
the police stntions, cuptured several
nnd burned one.

Several bullets and some shrap
nel fell In the International settle
tncnts. nnd one Russian civilian and
lie vera Chinese were wounded by
stray shots. Fifty Chinese pollco
from the Chapel districts, unable to
cope with the lawless element, took
tefuse within the foreign lines after
.surrendering their weapons.
