New York, Nov. 21. W Herman
Bernstein, editor, who recently
withdrew a $200,000 libel suit
against Henry Ford after the lat-
ter had apologized for
articles in the Dearborn Indepen
dent, today made public an Inter
view with nim in which the auto
mobile manufacturer discussed
wide variety of subjects.

Mr. Ford believes that airplanes
carrying 200 passengers will be in
general use In five or 10 years. He
fears the World war was not the
last. He foresees the rise ot Russia
and China through work. He
praised Jewish enterprise and said
the Jews deserve much credit be-
cause they spur others to work
harder.

Mr. Ford spoke highly of Herbert
Hoover, describing him as a man of
extraordinary constructive achieve-
ment. He believed he would make
an Ideal president.

Unemployment and Idleness
breed war and revolutions, the
motor manufacturer told Bernstein
at Detroit, in urging hard work as
Uie ogent for peace and progress.
Terming work "the only salvation
of the world today," Ford asserted
"Germany Is one of the best ex-

amples of a nation getting on Its
feet again after a dreadful catastro-
phe. I believe that Russia will come
into her own. China will also re-

adjust herself.
I am not working merely for to

day or only for myself. I believe
that we should do all we can, not
only for ourselves, but also for pos
terity.

"If I wanted to content myseu
with what I have done thus far,"
Ford said, "I could get along for the
rest of my life with a few thousand
dollars a year. That Is all I would
need. But I would rather keep
busy."

He asserted American prosperity
would continue to grow greater and
greater.
