It Lias been variously estimated
that there will be some 3000 to 8000
filberts set out in that county nlone
and many hundreds of  walnuts
These plants [N moany cases are re-
placing dead prune troes or entire
blotks of prune trees that owners
have pulled out while In olher cases
additional acreages are belng sel
out to these muts trees,

most new planting is confined to
the nut trees, Some small areas
of prunca are being reinoved nnd
not reset to any trees, Outside of
these changes interest In frult and
und nut trees I8 rather stable.
