would rcquiro tho setting aside ot
saw order.''

In a more formal statement the
court stated that after mature dc
liberation and consultation with
some attorneys there seems to be
question as to the validity of the
legislative act under which the reso
lution and order was adopted.

The court further, after dellbera-- ,
(.Inn decided that tht ordpr smaerwl
of class legislation, that the power
of the court was being called Into
play by the legislative act to assess a
tax atratnst one class for tha more
or less private benefit of another
class.

In addition, the court pointed out
that not a resident of the county
out.side of a few lawyrcs, had ex
pressed approval or the action taken
on the strength of the bar associa
tion resolution. However, a large
number of citizens and taxpayers
have personally expressed their dis-

approval of such a plan for provid-
ing a law library for lawyers at the
expense of litigants through the
exercise of the power granted by
the statute

It is self evident that the rank and

further nt that, while the
bar association passed tho resolu-
tion seemingly with an unanimous
vote, probably as great, or a greater
percentage, of members of the asso-
ciation swung against the action,
tiian remained In favor of It

Lawyers who now need law books
may buy their own, or trek to the
state library, even as plumbers who
need wrenches may buy their own.
or borrow their neighbors.

In the few days since the order
was adopted the law library fund
was enriched to the extent of $30.85
by the added tax Imposed on liti-
gants.

The formal rescinding order is as
follows:

Now, on this day. this matter
coming up to be heard, and It ap-
pearing to the court that heretofore
and on the Sth day of February,!
1028, an order was made, rendered
and entered directing the county
clerk of Marlon ocunty, Oregon, to
collect in each civil suit, action or
proceeding filed in either the cir-
cuit court or county court In tie
manner In which other fees are col-

lected therein, in addition to the
fees provided by law and as law
library fees, an additional sum equi-
valent to ten (10) per cent of said

the court house in the city of Salem.
Oregon; and it further appearing to
the court that in the entering of
said order this court acted under a
misapprehension as to facts; and It
further appearing that matters aris
ing subsequently to the entry of said
order would require the setting aside
of said order.

"Now therefore. It Is hereby or
dered and adjudged by the court the
said order heretofore given, made,
rendered and entered providing for
the acquisition and maintenance of
a law library at the courthouse in
the city of Salem, county of Marlon,
state of Oregon, and providing for
the exaction of additional filing fees
to provide the expense thereof, be,
and the same is hereby set aside, an-
nulled and held for naught.

"it is further ordered that the
county clerk of Marion county Ore-
gon, forthwith refund to and recom-
pense the several parties the several
amounts of money contributed under
the provisions of said order; the said
refund to be made to the several
parties entitled thereto by warrant."
