At present
there is not as much wine in stor
age as In previous years but there
are millions of gallon on hand in
California at present that must be
reiortliled this year to prevent de
terioration and souring."

Old wine Is "refortltied" by add
ing fresh vintage, it Is explained.

"Reports to the prohibition bu
reau Indicated the grape production
this year will be slightly smaller
than the 70.000 cart of wine grapes
marketed In 192S but nevertheless
we are not going to take chances
of letting a large percentage of the
crop get Into the hands of wildcat
wineries.
