*T told him it was rather unwise
and a thing 1 couldnt approve of,
I told him It was contrary to the
policios. of our company.”

Grace explained that he under-
stod Mr, Wakeman felt Shearer
could give some iechnical Informa-
tion and “mscertain  what was
transpiring and report It~ He add-
od that Wakeman expected to get
more information of this nature
“than would be reported by the
prese” and denled that It was ex-
pected Shearer would delve Into the
netivities of the conference.

Recalled to the pstand, Schwab
sald he had no recollection of ever
meoting Shearer. He added he had
been told by his mecretary that
Sheatdr had sought interviews but
had been dended them by the see-
reiary.

CHERRY TARIFF
CHANGES MADE
BY SENATE TOLD

The cherry growers of California,
who have been actively engaged in
an effort to secure adequate protec-
ton for the domestic product
through the piacing of a sufficlent
teriff on  imported cherries, are
finding their efforts practically
frustratad by the action of the sen-
ale finante committee In rewriting
the provision in the bill relating to
cherries as passed by the house,
says the Californin Frult Newa.
