The Mlsstsslppian referred to some
newspaper iriends oi president
Hoover, whom he did not name.

building the Indian Valley line was
to handle the logging needs ot that
country, such as had been proposed
by the Western Pacific In part ot
its argument in support oi lis own

project.
Judge Warren Olney, Western Pa

cific counsel, drew from the witness
the reluctant admission that his
railroad had been built primarily to
serve the Engels copper mine. He
admitted that the line had a grade
of four per cent and that it runs
trains of only four to six cars and
had never liandjed even six fully
loaded cars in one train Into the
Paxton Junction with the Western
Pacific. He further admitted that
his company wished to sell out to
the Western Pacific.

In Us conclusion of the case for
the petitioners, J. P. Douglas, di-

rector of the San FrancUco down-
town association, testified as to nu-
merous advantages he expected for
Ban Francisco and northern Cali-
fornia generally from the proposed
tine, practically all his testimony
was thronw out when E. J. Foulds,
Southern Pacific attorney, drew ad-
missions fiom the witness on cross
examination that the man was not
himself a shipper and was not per-
sonally familiar with the problems
to which he testified.

J J, O'Toole, city attorney of San
