Coast line, the Southern Railway
and the Illinois Central.

Other key systems under the plan
were as follows: The Oreat Northern-N-

orthern Pacific, the Chicago,
Milwaukee, St. Paul ana pacmc, me
Chicago, Burlington and yuincy,
the Union pacific, tne ooutnern

the AtchCiSn, Topeka and San-

ta Pe, the Missouri Pacific and the
Chicago, Rock Island and Pacllic,
and Chicago and Northwestern.

In the west the commission pro
posed to take the Burling ton system
away from the Great Northern and
Northern Paclf10, which now owns, it,
and to erect by addition of the

to the Burling-
ton, a new and extensive railroad
structure. The Burlington system
Drolected will include a half inter
est in the Great Western and like
wise a half Interest In the Tnnr.y
and Brazos valley and would run
from the Canadian border to Mexico.

The Great Northern and Northern
Pacific would be barred in another
consolidation including most of their
present affiliated and connecting
lines. Around tne cnicago, Miiwau
.tee. St. Paul and Pacific the com
mission proposed another single sys
tem by the Inclusion of the Duiutn,
Missabe and Northern, the Lniiutn
and Iron Range, a hilt Interest In
he Butte, Anaconda and Pacific

and trackage rights and partial In
terests in several short Unes which
would be associated with other mer-

ger systems as well.
The union Pacllic was left prac

tically all of Its present subsidiaries
arid was tentatively assigned a num-

ber of short lines. Similar treatment
was accorded the Southern Pacific
and among the assignments to that
company of lines at present inde
pendent were the Waco, Beaumont,
Trinity and Sabine.

The Missouri Pacific was definite
ly enlarged by the inclusion in it of
the Western Pacific, which corpora-
tion is now seeking an entrance into
San Francisco and was confirmed
in the acquisition of the Denver and
Rio Orande Western In which It is
now interested.

remain on the ground.
Despite the constant el forts of

armies of snow fthovelers and crews
manning snow plows and sweepers
transportation was far from nor
mal over the midcontiner.t area
Saturday. A force of 1500 rhovelers
and 500 snow plows still was bat-

tling roads In central
Illinois. Borne of the men had
been ts:t 50 hours without relief.
Similar conditions existed In neigh-

boring states.
The toll of death and suffering

mounted slowly, although the
worst apparently was over. As be-

lated reports came In from regions
cut off from communication by the
storm. It was estimated approxi
mately 50 lives had been claimed as
a result of the cold, blizzard and
snow packed highways and streets.

Flood hazards threatened in many
places as the heaviest snowfall since
January. 1018, began to find Its way
into streams and rivers. The Wab-
ash stood at 10 feet after a rise of
one fot at Mount Carmcl, 111. Water
was spreading over the lowlands but
the low temperatures turned It Into
Ice blockades halted ferry service
over the Ohio river at Shawnee
Town.

A Big Four freight train puffed
through to rescue 100 motor tour-
ists stranded at Pans, 111., and at
Danville a bobsled was utilized to
bear a coffin to a cemetery after
the funeral cortege was stalled.

The most serious aftermath of the
storm In the Chicago area was
the closing of the East Chicago.
Ind., water works by needle ice In
the Intake. High waves in Lake
Michigan prevented repairs.
