their conduct. To reach conclusions of any value, we must go Into deep
questions of public opinion and the criminal law. We must look into the
eeveral factors in the attitude of the people, both generally and in par-
ticular localities, toward laws in general and toward 6p:clfic regulations.
We mu:t note the attitude of the pioneer toward such things. We must
bear in mind the Puritan's objection to administration, the Whig tra-

dition of a "Tight of revolution," the conception of natural rights, classi-

cal in our policy, the Democratic tradition of Individual participation in
sovereignity, the attitude of the business world toward local regulation of

enterprise, the clash of organized interests and opinions in a diversified
community, and the divergences of attitude in different sections of the
country and as between different groups in the same locality. We must
not forget the many historical examples of nrgc-sca- le public disregard
of laws in our past. To give proper weight to these things, in connection
with the coclal and economic effects of the prohibition law, is net a mat-

ter of a few months.

The commission advised Congress, "if on no other
cround than to give the law a fair trial," to mend four weak
spots in prohibition enforcement by adopting the following
measures, one of them requiring radical changes in legal pro-- !
cedure :

Transfer the Investigation of prohibition violations and the prepara

The Building Record
The annual building survey, compiled by S. W. Straus &

Co., for 105 Pacific coast cities, shows th.it building construc-
tion fell off the past year in Gl of the cities, but with five of
the cities showing an increase located in Oregon. They are
Albany, Kliimath Falls, Marshfiold, Meoford and Salem. The
grand total of the building totalled JSTa.TTO.dai as against
?10I,004,5C3 in 1928.

The larger cities generally show a reduction in construc-
tion. Los Angeles fell off 8 percent, Pan Francisco 10 per-
cent, Seattle 16 percent, Portland 7 percent, Oakland 26 per-
cent, San Diego 6 percent. On the oilier hand Vancouver,
B. C. gained 08 percent, Salt Lake 7 percent, Pasadena 17

percent, Long Beach 10 percent and Tacoma 2 percent.
The outlook generally is a pood building year ahead,

with news of many building projects s inaugurated or
revived, "in anticipation of more ready financing than has
been evident for many months". Restriction of construction
during the past two years has added to the stability of de-

mand.
