Suggestion also was made that
petty cases be heard before a
United States commissioner and a
report to the courts which would
pass judgment on the case. There
would be a safeguard that the ac-

cused If found guilty by a commis-

sioner could demand trial by Jury
within three days.

question of the views and habits of
tho American people with respect
to private Judgment as to statutes
and regulations affecting their
conduct."

"We must not forget the many
historical examples of large-sca- le

public disregard of laws In oar
past," the report said, adding that

we must bear In mind tne Purl--
tan's objection to administration,
the Whig tradition of a 'right of
revolution.' the conception of nat-
ural rights, classical in our policy,
the democratic tradition of individ
ual participation In sovereignty.

Asserting that as to eniorcement
there were no reliable figures to
show the size of the problem, the
commission said the reported arrests
in the last- - fiscal year of upwards
of eighty thousand , persons from
every part of continental United
States "Indicates a staggering num
ber of what might be called local
points of infections.

Attention was directed tnat there
also were 18,700 miles of boundary
and shore lines for the United
States "at every point ot which In
lection Is possible." .

The number of smucgung roacL.
from Canada Is reported as at least
1.000, It was added.

To deal with an enforcement
problem of this size and spread,"
th rpnert. continued, "the federal
30vcrnmcnfcan draw only on a por
tion of the personnel of three fed
eral services, whose staffs aggregate
about 23.000.

Approximately of this
number is in the Investigative sec
tion of Uie prohibition unit. Of the
remaining 20.000. only a small pro
portion of the personnel is available
for actual pioventlve and investiga-
tive work. The remainder is en-

gaged In work far different from
uroMibition.

"To adjust the machinery of fed-

eral administration, as it has grown
up for other purposes, to this huRe
problem of enforcement of prohi-
bition is not easy, and will require
much further study. Unification,
centralization of responsibility, and
means of ensuring cooperation be-

tween federal and state agencies,
are things to which we must come,
quite opart from the exigencies of
enforcement of prohibition, but
which can not be achieved over-

night."
Replying to those who have as-

sailed it for a failure to hold public
hearings on the prohibition question,
the commission reported to Presi-

dent Hoover that it conceived it "to
be more useful to make a careful
study of the whole question, secur-
ing information from the respon-
sible officers of government and
from printed reports, as well as
from hearing before committees of
congress, before embarking upon
public hearings."

Summing up its four recommen-
dations for legislative enactments,
the commission said:

"We think they could not In any
wise interfere with any ultimate
program which we have to recom
mend, and would In the meantime
advance observance of the law."

The commission dealt with each
of Its recommendations ceparately
and with some of them at con-

siderable length. In urging trans-
fer of the prohibition unit from
the treasury to the Justice depart-
ment, the report said it was an
anomaly that the "lies are inves-

tigated and prepared by agencies
entirely disconnected with and not
answerable to those who are to
prosecute them.

"If prosecution, the legal side of
enforcement, is paitttioned be-

tween two distinct agencies," the
report said, "the diffused

responsibility Is

sure in the long run to be an ob-

stacle to efficiency."
The commission reported that

there must be a careful study cf
how to separate the work which
belongs In the treasury of grant-
ing permits and administration of
regulations as to the legitimate use
of alcohol or liquors.

Pointing out that there are 25

statutes, many enacted before the
18th amendment, to which there Is
recourse in prohibition enforce-
ment, the commission asserted
they were In form disconnected,
unwicldly, and lu much need of
coordination and adjustment to
each other.' Consequently It rec-

ommended tfcnt these statutes be
"revised and digested," with a view
to making them a unified whole In
Uie form of a simple, better order-
ed and hence more workable code.

On the question of padlock in-

junctions, it was stated that the
use of Injunction proceedings as a
means of enforcing prohibition was
so Important that the section of
the Volstead act deallnt with thu;
subject should be so amended as t.i
enable the courts to reach un
known claimants to property, non-

residents and residents who con
ceal themselves to evade service of
process.

capacity. The result Is to delay civil
causes, and ot even more Import-
ance, the defeat of both Justice and
law enforcement. Moreover, experi
ence shows division of authority.
responsibility, and lack of funda
mental organization in federal en- -
forcement agencies and
results In ineffective action.

While some sections of the Ameri-
can peoplo may disagree upon the
merits of some of the questions In-

volved every responsible citizen sup-
ports the fundamental principle
that the law of the land must be
enforced.

The development of the facts
shows the necessity for certain Im-

portant and evident administrative
reforms In the enforcement and Ju-

dicial machinery, concrete proposals
for which are available from govern
ment departments. They are, in the
main:

1. Reorganization of the federal
court structure so as to give relief
from congestion.

3 Concentration of responsibility
In detection and prosecution of pro
hibition violations.

3. Consolidations of the various
agencies engaged in prevention of
smuggling of liquor, narcotics,
other merchandise and aliens over
the frontiers.

4. Provision of adequate; ' court
and prosecuting officials.

5. Expansion of federal prisons
and reorganization of parole and
other practices.

6. Specific legislation for the
District of Columbia.

I append hereto a preliminary
and a supplementary report from
the commission on Jaw observance
and enforcement, relating to sev
eral oi tnese and other questions.
I particularly call attention to
their recommended plan for re
duclng congestion in tho federal
courU by giving court commission
ers enlarged powers in minor
criminal casc.1. Their discussion of
the workability and the constltu
tidnality of the plan, which Is
concurred in by tha fminent'Jurists
upon the commission and others
whose advice they have sought. Is
set out in more detail In the sup
plementary report. I ateo append
memorandums from the attorney
general and the secretary of tlv
treasury uiwii several phases cf
these problems.

I believe the administrative
changes mentioned above wiU
contribute to cure many abuses.
Beyond these immediate questions
ere o'hers which reach deeply Into
the whole question of tee growth
of crime and enforcement of the
laws. The causes of crime, Uie
character of criminal laws, the
benefits and liabilities that flow
from them, the abuses which arise
under them, the method by which
enforcement and Judicial personnel
is secured, the Judicial procedure,
tiie respective responsibility of the
federal and state governments to
these problems, all require further
most exhaustive consideration and
Investigation, which will require
time and earnest research as to
the farbi and forces In action be-

fore sound opinions can be arrived
at upon them.
