room apartments. The investment
will be sround 150.000. They will
be owned exclusively by Hansen.

One of the structures will face on

Capitol street over the excavation
made by Adam Engle a few years
ago when he Intended to duplicate
his apartments a block or so south
on Capitol street. However, Han-
sen states that his plans and de-

signs will be entirely different than
those which Engle had planned to
use in the first instance. The oth
er apartment will face on Nebras
ka avenue Just across the alley to
the east of the building on Capitol
street.
