PHVSIC OR SUBGEON?
By George David Stewart, M. D. '

New York, New York
When you have a pain in your

tum-tu- don't take a cathartic.
There la perhaps no more certain
way of making urgent, perhaps even
bringing to operation, an attack of
appendicitis that might otherwise
have remained mild. There Is widely
spread among the laity a tendency
to diagnose all abdominal pain as
due to a stomach "upset," with very
vague conceptions as to what this
means. There Is also a strong incli-

nation to rush for a cathartic.
Appendicitis is a common surgical

disease in America: people have
heard much about it; It is a cus-

tomary topic of conversation at so-
cial functions, dances, dinners and
organ recitals. Many know that the
appendix la located in the rower
right hand comer of the abdomen.
If th pain always began In this cor-

ner, a fair proportion of the popula-
tion would suspect appendicitis. Un-

fortunately, In many cases. In the
early hours of an attack the pain is
general or perhaps most Intense
about the center of the abdomen;
only later does it locate in the right
side, declaring itself as a case of ap-

pendicitis. But by that time the ca-

thartic has been taken; the damage
has been done.

When once lniiamatton has oc-

curred in the appendix the thing to
do is to keep the intestine, that
writhing, twisting basket of eels, and
the abdomen at rest This la done
at first by the application of ice, or
sometimes by heat.

A cathartic has lust exactly the
opposite effect. The tumbling,
squirming colls of Intestine Increase
their turnings and twistlngs, and
spread any infection over more or
less of the entire abdominal content,
converting what might have been a
simple case into one of the most
serious conditions the surgeon has
to encounter.. Or If there-- should be
a localised abscess around the ap-

pendix, not serious as a rule, a ca-

thartic by setting up Intestinal mo-

tion, may rupture the abscess, thus
allowing the pus to spread aver the
intestinal folds. Locally in many
cases early in the history of the at-

tack nausea and vomiting prevent
the patient from taking a cathartic
and thus safeguard him..

What then Is the correct thing to
do if attacked by a pain in the sto-
mach f The answer is (simple : send
for the family doctor and let him
decide between the surgeon and a
physic. For those who have no fam-
ily doctor, the advice Is herewith of-

fered that one should be selected
without delay. There is no one, how-
ever healthy and sound, who may
not fall victim to an accident or
awaken In the night to find himself
suffering from the onset of an acute
disease. How much better at such
a time to send for the trusted family
doctor, one who Is a friend, who has
already been tried and proven, than
to be compelled to hunt up a strang-
er, perhaps without any opportunity
