Hamburg (lp It Is false, accord
ing to Oswald Spengler. the Ger-
man philosopher, to term, the re-
cent clash of arms in Europe aa
the" World war. It should be con

sidered instead, he declared In aa
address here, as marking the be
ginning of an era of world wars.

Spengler Is the author of several
historical and philosophical works,
among them "The Decline of the
West," in which he reasons that
the present civilization, one of Oc-
cidental or White supremacy, is on
the downgrade and will soon die
out, as have others, to make room
for still a newer and different civ-

ilization.
In his speech here he declared

that pacificism was weakening the
fighting qualities of the white race
while at the same tlma the colored
peoples, untouched by paclfistio
phtbsophles, were growing rela
tively stronger in this respect.

Another factor he advanced was
that of the consistently decreasing
birth rate among the whites as
evidence that the presently pre-
dominant peoples would at an early
date lose their grip on world af-
fairs. He asserted that while the
whites today comprised
the earth's population. In another
SO years the white race would make
Up only h its population.
