of fees was established by the lease
between Eyerly and the city, which
was executed last summer, out ad-
mitted that he had not familiar
ized himself with the terms of the
lease.

Eyerly said Wednesday that the
fees charged by airports over the
country vary widely both as to na-

ture and amount A few charge
landing fees, particularly to com
mercial planes, practically all charge
storage fees for overnight stops,
and it Is general practice to take a
percentage of tne fares collected ny
planes carrying passengers on snort
trips from the field. The only fees
so far collected at tne airport were
a percentage from such a "barn
storming" plane, although Eyerly
said that they have had a private
plane in storage in the hangar
during the winter upon which
storage charges will be due when
It is taken out.

While there is no expectation In
any quarter that the fees possible
of collection for use of the airport
during the first two or three years
will equal the bond interest and
sinking fund requirements. It Is
anticipated that they will increase
steadily with natural seasonal fluc
tuations and should amount to con
siderable during the summer
months it a schedule ot charges is
fixed.

Now firmly established, the Oak
land, canr., port is collecting re-
venues to the amount of $5000 a
month. Eyerly said, who also ex
pressed tlie opinion that the city
must expect to subsidise the port
during the period ot its develop
ment.

Installation of the border lights
will aid materially In increasing
the business of the locsl port, Ey-

erly believes, In that it will bring
the equipment of tne port up to
standard requirements ana piaee
it on the official national airways
map.

All bills paid from the airport
fund since January 1 were on con-
tracts performed before the first of
the year and their payment was
authorized by the general airport
committee of council, chamber of
commerce and American Legion
members that was In charge of air
port affairs prior to January 1.

Those payments aggregated 1508832.
Since the balance In the fund at
the first ot the year was only $5027.-.7- 6

this accounts tor the present
overdraft of 160.97.

The original airport bond fund a- -
mounted to (4a.s42.50, the toO.000 Is-

sue having been sold at ft discount.
There was ft refund on gasoline
amounting to $69.80, rental on a
gasoline pump of $1 and fee rev-
enues from flyers using the field
of $15, making the total receipts
$48,928.30.

the court did not act under this
provision. It purchased the library
outright from money from the gen-
eral fund. .

"There ts only one theory tinder
the law that these books could be
purchased with money from tne
general fund and that Is that they
were psrehased for tne use 01
the judges. They had no tight to
purchase them for the use of law
yers or anyone else under that the-

ory of the law and If they were
purchased for the use of the cir-
cuit court then the circuit coudt
has the right to designate their
use and where the books shall be
Installed. If they were not pur-
chased for the use of the Judges
then it was an unwarranted use of
the public funds and members of
the county court can dig down Into
their own pockets and pay for the
books.

"It la absurd to hare the library
on the fourth floor. Half ot the
library la now In my office, the
reports furnished by the state ana
my own library. I haver to run up
and down stairs every 10 minutes,
leave my office alone, be away from
the telephone and when people of
the county are looking for me 1

am In the law library room and
they cant find me. I am willing
that the lawyers have keys to my
office and anyone who Is entitled
to use the books. There Is noth
ing secret In here."

Judge McMahan declares the
room on the fourth floor where
the books are Is draughty and cold
in the winter, that It Is dark on
cloudy days .nd lights are needed
at any time to read In It. He fur-

ther avers the room Is too large
for library needs and could be de-

voted to some other use with more
advantage to the founty.

"I am going to see the books
are moved down where they are ot
some value to the people they were
purchased for," declared the Judge.

an air base for 8outh American
malls from Europe and return.

Seville, Cpaln (IP) More than a
third of the Graff Zeppelin's route
from Ceville to Pernambuco, Brazil,
lay behind the big dirigible Wed-
nesday as it soared through south
Atlantic skies on its
commercial venture.

Dr. Hugo Eckcner, commander ot
the dirigible, advised at 10:1$ p.m.
8. 8. T. the ship had passed the
last of the Canary Islands, with the
exception of the Cspe Verde Islands,
the last land to be sighted before

tiling down at Pernambuco, prob
ably Thursday morning. .

The last of the Canary Islands are
112$ miles from Seville, whence the
Oraf Zeppelin departed at 3:32 a.
m. E. 8. T Tuesday ou the 3700
mllo flight to Brazil. .

All reports received from the big
airship slnoe It left hers were most
encouraging. It sailed to the Span-
ish coast and on the new route
south westward across the south At
lantic, was hampered slightly by
headwinds, but not enough to mar
the voyage. -

Once, before reaching tne Can
aries, Dr. Eckcner turned the ship's
nose westward to avoid a low pres
sure area reported north of the Is
lands and to reach the helpful trade
winds more quickly, but after a few
hours the ship veered southward
again, and continued on Its charted
course.

As the Oraf Zeppelin neared the
Canaries, however. Its progress be-

came smoother.

leadership of Mahatma Gandhi's
civil disobedience campaign, Mrs.
Saorjlnl Naldu was arrested during
a raid on the salt deposits here In
which 1Q of her volunteers were
Injured and many others arrested.

Tuesday s raid was featured by
a strategic move by the volunteers
who divided Into two bodies which
converged from different directions
upon the glistening piles of salt
symbolising Britlsn authority.

Seeing the Indians separate tr.eir
forces, the police concentrated upon
the nearest group. These, however,
broke Into a run and ontdlstanced
the constables until they reached
the wire defenses ot the salt heaps.
They surged about these until the
police rushed up and scattered them
with blows from their long bamboo
sticks.

The main body of bout 2.000

Indians made for another salt pile
and the police accordingly wheeled
and charged It In turn.

With wild cheers and cries oi
"hall our motherland." the volun-

teers milled about the salt heaps
trvlne to taasoo the wooden posts
of the projecting wire fence m or
der to pull them from tne ground.

They were frustrated In tills at-

tempt, the police charging the yell-

ing, struggling mass and repeated-
ly hitting out with their sticks.
The volunteers did not fight back,
carrying out the Instructions pre-

viously given them by Mrs. Naldu.
By this time all available stret-

chers hsd been used and Improvised
one. were needed to carry away the
Injured. It was then that Mrs.
NaiHu who had been looking on the
struggle from a distance approached
the salt heaps and was arrestco
together with Gandhi's ton. Man-

ila!, who Is the third ot the
sons to be arrested.
